Community communication

A general member inquired about the Oak Hill Flea Market Sign.  The sign is broken; it is one of the first things people see when entering Oak Hill while traveling west on 290W. Aan Coleman will contact City of Austin staff to determine the procedure for repairing or removing the sign.

Aan Coleman stated that some Oak Hill properties are receiving red tag citations from the City of Austin. Aan’s business, Emerald Gardens is one of the properties cited. Most of the properties met building and land use requirements under Travis County zoning standards.  Once the properties were annexed, by Austin, they became non compliant with COA zoning and land uses.  It appears that non compliant properties are primarily identified by citizen complaint.  There does not appear to be a process to identify non compliant properties or educate property owners.   

Aan stated that this problem possibly extends to hundreds of properties within the OHNPCT boundaries.   Aan requested that the OHPCT draft a resolution requesting that Austin address the issue as a whole. 

Aan will draft a resolution for NPCT approval.  The resolution will be presented to the OHNPCT at the October meeting.

Beki Halpin stated that the ACC 10th floor meeting room is not available for the December 2010 meeting.  She will contact ACC to request a different room.

OHAN Town Center meeting summarized.  December 4, 2010 is the tentative date for the next meeting.

Scenic Brook and Windmill Run abut the West Park PUD. Each neighborhood is talking to the developer to address their specific concerns.  Questions raised about independent negotiations included: will the West Park PUD developer focus solely on concerns of the adjacent communities and ignore the rest of the community? What is the impact on the Town Center concept (5 properties), and impact on ACC’s master plan?

OHNPCT members expressed a desire for the Oak Hill to keep looking at the big picture and common goals, while ensuring that the needs of the adjacent communities are met.  Steffen Waltz will draft resolution of support for OHAN’s Town Center efforts. The resolution will be discussed and voted on at the October meeting.

Beki Halpin gave an update on Imagine Austin. 

Trails update: Project leaders are working on their trail segments. 

Transportation: Feasibility study results of continuous flow intersection due in October 2010.
